This chapter describes things you need to know or check before using the projector.
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Chapter 1 Preparation - Precautions for use

The product is intended to project still/moving image signals from video equipment and computers onto a screen.

® \When transporting the projector, hold it securely by its bottom and avoid excessive vibration and impacts. Doing
so may damage the internal parts and result in malfunctions.
® Do not transport the projector with the adjustable feet extended. Doing so may damage the adjustable feet.

® Do not move or transport the projector with the wireless module (Model No.: AJ-WM50) of the optional
accessories attached. Doing so may damage the wireless module.

B Do not set up the projector outdoors.
The projector is designed for indoor use only.

B Do not use under the following conditions.

® Places where vibration and impacts occur such as in a car or vehicle: Doing so may damage the internal parts
and result in malfunctions.

® | ocation close to sea or where corrosive gas may occur: the projector may fall due to corrosion. Also, failure to
do so may shorten the life of the components and result in malfunction.

® Near the exhaust of an air conditioner: Depending on the conditions of use, the screen may fluctuate in rare
cases due to the heated air from the exhaust vent or the hot or cooled air.

clogged, clean the air filter unit.

® The message of “CLEAN THE AIR FILTER” is displayed on the projection screen.

® The temperature indicator <TEMP> blinks red (3 times) (# page 138).

® The message of “FILTER COUNTER has reached the set time.” that prompts to perform maintenance of the air
filter unit is displayed on the projection screen.

® Make sure to turn off the power before performing maintenance of the air filter. (W pages 44, 48)
® Make sure that the projector is stable, and perform the maintenance in a safe place even if the air filter unit falls accidentally.
